- Assist camp counselors overnight in cabins — ensure safety and security of campers, help
facilitate a fun atmosphere for the campers in the cabins, and help maintain order at all
times

- Help take pictures and videos to upload on Facebook posts throughout camp

- Help serve and clean up meals

- Help make the camp experience FUN for all of those around you!
